The Proposed Expenditure Budget for 2022 is $162,448

The budget of Peace Church provides the means by which we carry out the mission and ministry to which we have been called.   This mission and ministry takes on a variety of forms, but it is known when we are witnessing, caring, engaging in local and global missions, and growing spiritually.

Pastoral Ministry:









As the spiritual leader of our church, our pastor leads, teaches, counsels, visits, and equips our members to live into our mission as a welcoming, caring, generous, and growing church. The pastor engages the community on behalf of the church, offering weekly office hours outside of the church, attending community events, volunteering in the school system, and living with an understanding that she always represents Peace Presbyterian Church, in the building and outside of it. The pastor seeks to use up to date social media and online technology to extend our reach, and sends a midweek email each week that contains a video reading of Sunday's Scripture and newsworthy announcements for the congregation.

Local and Global Missions:

In response to all the many blessings God has showered upon our congregation, we provide financial and in-kind resources in support of local and worldwide ministries.   Such support includes monthly benevolences through our Presbytery and monthly support of 2 missionaries serving in Africa.   We give financial assistance to the public schools in our area and when needed, provide financial support for disaster relief.   We collect Hygiene kits at Easter and Christmas and give to residents of several shelters through our Angel Tree program at Christmas.   Through our Shepherd Arms Fund, we provide financial assistance to residents whose utilities are in danger of being turned off.
Fellowship:

Fellowship is a hallmark of the Peace Family; keeping faith with Scripture that teaches us about the value and necessity of Christian Fellowship.   We do this through the work of committee members and volunteers who furnish light fare or meals during the “After-church Fellowship period” every Sunday in order to create opportunities to be in deeper relationship with one another, as well as our guests.   The Fellowship Committee also plans, promotes, and executes other Fellowship events for the same purpose and as a means of outreach to the community.   Fellowship funds mainly cover the cost of kitchen and dining supplies and may be used to augment volunteer contributions.   They may also go to event promotion as well as special fellowship opportunities such family game nights or family night suppers.

The mission of the Membership Committee is to equip Peace Church members to practice Ordinary Andrew Evangelism, attract and positively impact visitors, encourage repeat visits, channel repeat visitors into the life and activities of Peace, track and analyze membership trends for any needed adjustments, and work to grow membership, retain members and reactivate “lost” members.   Membership funds are used for promotional materials, supplies, and services necessary for the mission and may also be used for the promotion of community outreach activities, such as a music concert series or special worship services.
